Programs 
Open Arms Christian Preschool offers the 
following programs to children from the ages 
of 2 years and 9 months to 6 years of age. 
Toilet training is not a requirement for 
enrollment. 
 
Half Day Program 
9:00AM-12:00PM 
Preschool 3’s –2, 3, 4 or 5 days a week 
Preschool 4’s –3, 4 or 5 days a week 
Pre-Kindergarten—4 or 5 days a week 
 
Full Day program 
8:00AM or 9:00AM – 2:00PM  
Preschool 3’s & 4’s—3, 4 or 5 days a week 
Pre-kindergarten—4 or 5 days a week 
 
Early drop at 8:00AM or 8:30PM is available 
upon request. 
 
Our school starts the Monday after Labor Day 
and closes the end of May. We follow the 
Bedford Public Schools calendar for Winter 
Break and Spring Break. Open Arms takes a 
two-week break during the Christmas/New 
Year holiday. If Bedford Schools are closed or 
has a delayed opening due to inclement 
weather, Open Arms will be closed for the 

day. 
 

 

Registration Process 
The registration process at Open Arms 
includes a tour of the school, completing 
and returning a registration form with a 
$100 non-refundable registration fee. 
Once the form has been processed parents 
will receive a tuition agreement and a 
Parent Handbook. The child’s spot will be 
held upon receipt of the agreement, 
handbook insert and a non-refundable 
deposit equal to one month’s tuition. 
 

Tuition & Fees 
Our program is based on an annual tuition 
that is divided up into 9 equal payments 
due on the 1st of every month. There is a 
late fee of $25 for payments received after 
the 7th of each month. 
 
Tuition payments are made from 
September 1st through April 1st and the 
non-refundable deposit will go towards 
the May 1st tuition. 
 
A current fee schedule will be given upon 
request. The rates are effective for the 
current school year and rates are subject 
to change without notice.
